Action in Montgomery  . . . .  

It is hard to believe the AIM Action was a 

week ago. I want to thank those of you who 

were able to attend the Action. We had com-

mitted to have 25 people from DUMC and 

we ended up with 38 which I believe is a re-

cord turn out for DUMC. As of the morning 

of the Action, the count I had was 15 people 

to attend (but I had faith). Jane Webb and 

Walt did an amazing job helping us realize 

our turnout. Overall, there were 557 in at-

tendance at the Action versus our goal of 

554 people.  

Additionally, I want to extend a special 

thanks to: 

Aaron Valentino for his work with the floor 

team that night; 

Jane Webb for her moving housing story that 

was compelling and important to winning the 

County Executive's support; and  

Walt Edmonds for his inspiring call to action 

that stirred 130 AIM leaders to sign up to 

attend training and/or work further on the 

obtainment of AIM's priorities for the Mont-

gomery County Budget. 

For those of you not able to attend the Ac-

tion, below is a brief summary of AIM's pri-

orities that came out of our 96 House Meet-

ing throughout our 33 congregations and 

groups which were agreed to by County Ex-

ecutive Ike Leggett. 

Youth 
1) A commitment from the County Executive 

to work with AIM to create a plan of action 

by next year's budget cycle to guarantee 2  
ĔĔĔĔ 

years of post-high school education for all 

who are eligible due to grades and income 

level. 

2) Double the local funds for summer jobs 

for youth. 

Most Vulnerable People 
3) Protect the county funding for the home-

less and those without health insurance that 

are not protected by the federal budget. 

Affordable Housing 
4) A commitment to increase the HIF budget 

from operating funds by $19M for affordable 

housing this year and to increase it further to 

realize a total HIF budget of $75M next year 

and $110M the year after that if re-elected. 

5) A commitment to use the power of his 

office to make it easier for people to create 

affordable housing through Accessory Apart-

ments in their homes. 

The County Executive agreed at the Action 

to include these priorities in his budget 

he just submitted to the County Council. We 

still have work to do to win the support of the 

Council on these items as well. If you signed 

up to work on any of these items, thank you. 

If you were not able to be at  the Action, or if 

you now want to work on any of these priori-

ties, then please let me know and I will be 

sure the AIM includes you in these efforts.  

  

Our success a week ago with the County Ex-

ecutive was a start, but it will be for naught if 

we are not successful with the County Coun-

cil as well. There will likely be a hearing(s) 

that will require a strong AIM turnout to 

achieve this success. I will let you know 

about these important hearing(s) as they are 

determined in the next few months. Thank 

you again for your support of AIM.
