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VIM Mission Trip to Liberia,
West Africa

I traveled to Liberia this past February 4 -
21 on a Volunteer in Mission trip. Besides
the mission trip, I found that there is a great
need for scholarships for students. The
cost is $250 a year, an amount that indi-
viduals or groups of our church could eas-
ily provide. This scholarship is for the
Methodist School for 1st through 12th
grades. There is the possibility of receiv-
ing the name of the student receiving the
scholarship if you would like to correspond
with the student and keep up with his or
her progress. You would most likely want
to sponsor the same student every year.

Another aspect is their lack of enough
books so that each student could have a
book to take home to study. They now
only have about eight or ten books per sub-
ject so all studying must be done in the li-
brary. If anyone know of large numbers of
old textbooks that we could ship to Liberia
or information on how to find out about
used text books, please contact me directly.

The Emergency Food Relief
Program for Kenya
needs your help ! !

In January, the Government of Kenya de-
clared the unfolding food crisis a national
disaster and appealed for help to alleviate
the effects of drought. The UN and other
humanitarian partners and the Government
have also launched a revised emergency
response humanitarian plan to help those
facing starvation.

Due to the drought and economic crunch,
World Food Program has warned that rates
of child malnutrition in pastoralist and mar-
ginal agricultural districts are bound to sur-
pass crisis levels. More children in the
country are suffering from acute malnutri-
tion and diseases complicated by hunger
than ever before, a new government report
shows. The National Council for Chil-
dren’ s Service (NC

the illnesses such as diarrhea, anemia, skin
and respiratory complications. The rate is
actually alarming as the anticipated child
deaths are also very high. Some children
are said to have abandoned their homes and
sought jobs so that they can feed them-
selves. Some have been forced to engage
in crime to earn a living, the report says,
adding that some girls drop out of school to
get married or to engage in prostitution.

In partnership with the East Africa Annual
Conference, the Methodist Church in
Kenya, and the USAID (US Agency for
International Development), UMCOR is
helping thousands of displaced people in
Kenya by distributing medical supplies,
blankets, and dry food goods.
