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ñVets Stuck in Holy Saturdayò 
 

Holy Saturday, the day between life and 

death, is the place where many returning 

military personnel and their families live, 

a theology professor told participants at a 

conference to help churches ñwelcome 

home the warrior.ò  The BW Conference 

UM Connection reported in its April 29th 

issue that Shelly Rambo, assistant profes-

sor of theology at United Methodist re-

lated Boston University School of Theol-

ogy, explained that Holy Saturday is the 

day after the crucifixion and the day be-

fore resurrection.  Someone living in that 

day is stuck between dealing with trauma 

and getting on with life. 

ñWar changes people and not for the 

good,ò Rambo said.  ñThere is no going 

back to who they were before war, and yet 

when they return home they are expected 

to be the same.ò  The world wants to offer 

them ñbeer and turkey dinnersò and tell 

them to get over it, Rambo said.  

ñChristian communities must engage in 

the moral complexities of war.ò 

The Rev. Ronald McCants, who is a re-

tired chaplain and pastor of Mt. Sinai 

UMC in Mantua, AL, said many returning 

soldiers are suffering from post-traumatic 

stress disorder.  ñThey have seen people 

killed,ò he said.  ñSoldiers are stigmatized 

and labeled, and we must find ways to 

educate our congregations about what is 

going on because they are heroes.ò  What 

are your thoughts on this critical issue?  

Do you know of returning veterans that 

we need to be supporting?

Looking for a Fall Bible Study?
