So, what you ask is the bad news? One of the reasons we are below budget in expenses is we have on
paid $9,250 of the $22,715 of the apportionments that we owe through February.

| know sometimes the numbers it takes to operate the church and the amounts of short fall, seem a bit
overwhelming to an individual or family, but lets remember we are a community. No one of us needs to
take care of this deficit. AFor as in one body
same fgnction, so we, who are many, are one body in Christ, and individually we are members of one an-

We have 1,233 members of the church and approximately 570 giving units. Our operating budget re-
quires approximately $15,000 per week to cash flow our regular expenditures on a monthly basis. This
computestoonly $26.3per gi vi ng unit per week. Some of wus
ers can afford more, but to look at our budget in this way puts it into a range that more of us can get our

arms around.

So what does this meaii every extra dollar someone can give does make difference. Just one dollar more
per giving unit per week adds an additional $2,288 dollars to our monthly budget and approximately
$29, 000 to our annual budget. None of these nu
you canoét afford to give money to fix the boil er
because every little bit moves us in the right direction.
