 On the 19th of this month, the Summer Youth Mission Tour leaves 

the steps of Damascus Church to make its way to New England and Bos-
ton with some 60+ young people in its fold.  The Charles Wesley Singers 

and Academy of St. Cecilia Youth Orchestra will be performing a new 
piece titled I See, I Hear, I Know, by Herbert Brokering and Craig Court-

ney.  As the theme for this 22nd youth tour from Damascus Church, the 

Brokering text celebrates the òbecoming of lifeó in Jesus the Christ.  Using 
the two senses of seeing and hearing, the text presents one precious vision 

or image after another mysteriously ushering in the spiritual union with 
the One we acknowledge as Lord.  The third stanza which summarizes 

the pilgrimage of faith through the senses gives this great spiritual insight. 

Now I know, O Lord, I know why every seed must die to grow. 
I know the tree of life inside eternity.  I know the throne, I know the Lamb. 

The Christ, the Lord, the One, the great I AM. 
I know, O Lord, I know why every seed must die to grow. 

Now I know, O Lord.  
Now I see, now I hear, I know. 

 Our young people will spend ten days together being òbathedó by 

the text and music of this hymn, finding its great call upon their lives in 
Christ. 

With the same sentiment, I wish to acknowledge the departure of 
our dear Stephen Ricketts and his family, Alice, Robert, Debbie, and 

Stephen (Susan and her husband, Marcus, we will see on tour in Mystic, 
Connecticut).  The eight years of their òstayó with us have been òrich days 
of the senses,ó as we have experienced Christõs endless unfolding of spiri-

tual revelations and serendipities.  From Sabbath and Eucharist worship 
to Stephen ministries, from Ring of Joy Bell Choir to the òbarrageó of 

youth activities, (and all the in-betweens), Stephen and his family have 
shared with us òin the song of wind, the hymn of love, and the river run-

ning through the sky,ó (images from I See, I Hear, I Know). Obviously we 

will miss them greatly.  However, we know that they have been mutual 

sisters and brothers òin the tree of life inside eternityó in this body of Jesus 
Christ.  Nothing will be able to separate us from that abundant journey 
(and its eternal meaning), which has been ours for these past eight years.  

 In several ways we can make sense of these words as the Ricketts take 
leave of this parish.  òI know why every seed must die to grow.ó  Stephen 

will grow greatly in his new parish as he assumes the full responsibilities 
of òlead pastoró at Province-Fort Washington Church.  
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 Alice will find new growth as the last of her òchicks leaves the nest,ó and she makes vocational 
decisions. 

Young Stephen will be thrown open to college life and its integration into his deep faith.  And Robert, 
Debbie, Susan and Marcus, will continue to emerge from the òfeast of the upper roomó where they sat at 

table for a while in Damascus Church.   One thing is for sure, they and we have all òseen the light of eter-
nityó in this place, òsung the tune to drive away all fearó in this community, and òknown the Lamb on 

the throneó in our worship. 

As June delivers its changes in our midst, may we òSee, Hear and Knowó that the Great I AM is 
still on the throne!

--funding for the Montgomery County Housing Ini-

tiative Fund in tough economic times.  

Despite pressure to cut, and a last minute state deci-

sion that forced Montgomery County to cut an addi-

tional $80M, the County did not cut housing funds. 

This was due in large part, if not exclusively, to all 

those who participated in one of AIM's actions, and 

to those who filled out pledge cards and helped col-

lect signatures.   This really shows what a difference 

we can make by making sure our voices are heard by 

our County Council.
